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October 08 Dive Club Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Club President Dave Siniguglia. Bernie requested the President be Im-
peached and Dave seconded the motion.

In recent diving; Pete V as out with Charlie Donovan on the Snappa 40 miles off shore. Within 20-25 minutes the
first shark put in his appearance to be followed by at least 7 more. Pete reports 8 sharks at all times while he was
in the cage. He was surrounded by sharks in crystal clear blue water with a sunny sky and calm seas. Adam C is
plotting his revenge.

Wayne located the spare blade on the Grecian and liberated it using a 6 ton jack, a pontoon bag, a 6 foot
spreader bar, and a few good friends (Eric and Steve to name a few) they used a compressor from the boat to fill
the pontoon bag and created a spreader with a clevis to pull the blade back to port.
